2019 result carried out by the World Competitiveness Center
of the International Institute for Management Development
(IMD) in Switzerland. The result revealed that Thailand
jumped from 30th to 25th rank this year.

Thailand’s MICE business also achieved the major
success. According to the latest report of the International
Congress and Convention Association or ICCA in 2018,
Thailand’s MICE industry was ranked the fourth in Asia after
Japan, China and South Korea with the number of 193
international conventions and was the first in ASEAN.
