Organisers

For organisers, it is important to make
all-round coordination to ensure that activities
are carried out smoothly and in a hygienic
manner for all parties as much as possible

It all begins with careful selection of venue.
It must be suitable for the type and size of
event. Of particular importance is the provision
of hygiene measures that are responsive to the
COVID-19. Then, the organiser must make
coordination for venue arrangement in such
a manner that disease prevention measures are
fully put in place be they screening, cleaning
and proper social distancing.

Next is ensuring that staff is ready for
hygienic compliance by informing them of the
guidelines, organising training on operating
standard procedures and emergency response
and producing manual on the operation during
COVID-19 pandemic.

To lower physical contacts, which can cause
the infection, online technology and tools are
great helpers that MICE organisers should not
overlook - online registration system, QR Code
registration for meeting or face recognition.
Hybrid event where online and onsite activities
are run together is an option for organisers.
Delivering information, such as meeting details,
product information, tourist attractions, through
online applications or soft files, and using
cashless payment service will boost attendees’
confidence in safety and hygiene.

Venue owners for MICE events

Amid the COVID-19 pandemic, MICE venue
owners must focus on cleanliness and social
distancing, and apply stringent attendee-
screening process by coordinating with event
owners or event organisers on screening
measures. A body temperature check is required.
Attendees, staff and all employees who will
enter the venue must wear face masks at all
times during the event. If possible, travel profile
form for attendees should be provided for
better screening.

Al areas inside the venue, including
meeting room, exhibition zone, F&B corner,
bathroom, etc., must be well ventilated.
A 1-meter social distancing between individuals
must be arranged for meeting or dining seat.
The arrangement of 4 square meters distance
must be allocated for each trade visitor
when they are touring the product display in
exhibition zone.

Apart from cleaning conducted in line with
the standard of Department of Disease Control
prior the event opening, the frequency of
cleaning should be increased. Bathroom,
in particular, must be thoroughly cleaned every
hour and include all exposed surfaces, such as
door handles, faucets, etc. Alcohol gel/spray
is another essential that must be sufficiently
provided for ease of use by all attendees and
is available at both entry-exit points and in all
areas of the event.

Don’t forget to pay close attention to the
availability of occupational health and quality
personnel and provide a\separate room for
those with temperature above 37.5 degrees in
order that any possible emergencies can be
dealt with. Waste bins with closed lids should
be provided for easy management of face mask
disposal. High-speed internet should be
installed to support the utilisation of online
technology by organisers and attendees, which
can help reduce physical contact and facial
meeting at the event.

Attendees

Despite well-preparation by organisers and
venues, the infection cannot be controlled
without the cooperation of all attendees.
Therefore, the organisers must pay attention to
ensure the attendees are complying with the
government hysiene measures and any relevant
measures of the event.

The organisers can enable the attendees’
compliance with hygiene measures by screening
everyone before their entry and ensuring that
attendees wear masks at all times during the
event. If possible, a mask should be provided
to attendees without or forgetting the mask.
The number of attendees in each area should
be controlled in accordance with social distancing
measures. For seminars and incentive travel,
QR code or face recognition should be used for
registration. Trade shows and events should be
pre-registered online and round-based system
should be executed with registration at different
times to reduce congestion and 4 sg.m. / person
guideline should be practiced.

To enhance everyone’s awareness of their
own hysgiene protection, information to prevent
the infection should be disseminated regularly
throughout announcement or posting advice
at the event.

If everyone is united in adhering to the
MICE hygiene discipline guidelines, whether
it is COVID-19 or other diseases, the Thai
MICE industry will be able to move forward.

Future Meeting Space LA38U18WIRNTTY
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The Future Meeting Space Innovation Network launched by the
German MICE industry is focusing on the development of online and
hybrid events. However, Germany is not only interested in technology.,
said Matthias Schultze, Managing Director of the German Convention
Bureau, commenting that the participant’s experience is also more
important as there are different needs between physical attendees
and online participants. Therefore, the content design of the event
must be developed and modified in parallel with the development
of technology.
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Organising events that provide a personalized
experience has been increasingly discussed even
before the epidemic of COVID-19. Advanced
technologies, such as Big Data and Al, have enabled
organisers to better collect data and analyze the
specific needs of each participant. When the
COVID-19 outbreak strikes, it is believed that many
organisations are taking this uncertain time to
improve their own technology.

A survey from Social Tables company reveals
that over 90% of organisers say they want new
and unique venues such as museums, parks,
warehouses, etc., to create a unique experience.
Organisers and venue owners must develop their
products to meet this need. Conventional venues
like hotels and auditoriums must also create their
own identity to compete with the ever-growing
rivals.
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It is a very promising country for the MICE
industry as Japan has returned to hold a big
event since late last year, allowing the event to
accommodate up to 5,000 people. The country
continues to practice strict social distancing
measures. Event organising guidelines have been
published by the Japan National Tourism
Organization (JNTO), with the cooperation from
all sectors such as airlines, railways, venues and
hotels to regain confidence. In addition, Japan
will host the Olympics in July this year, there
will certainly be interesting and exemplary
approaches to other countries.

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South American countries focus on intra-regional cooperation.
Last year, Colombia, Brazil, Peru, Ecuador and Argentina announced
a partnership to form the South American MICE Alliance to drive five
cities - Bogota, Buenos Aires, Lima, Sao Paulo and Quito - to become
MICE leaders by exchanging information on health measures and
success stories of the event in each country, including developing
joint promotion campaigns. In the past two years, many venues in
the region have been built or renovated. Therefore, the South
American MICE market is expected to recover quickly.
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After hosting last year’s G20 virtual
summit, together with the country’s
development planning in tourism,
infrastructure, health, etc. (Saudi Vision
2030), Saudi Arabia is stepping up to
become a global MICE leader. The country
is accelerating the development of more
options for local event spaces and will
focus on creating a positive environment
for investors and event organisers, as well
as easing restrictive regulations. It is believed
such move will ignite the substantial
growth of the Saudi Arabian MICE market.

As you can see, the strategies of
each country differ depending on which
matter is an urgency for them or what
issue they want to address. All of these
ideas can be used to create a model
that is suitable for our MICE business as
well.

To further the project, TCEB
initiated “MICE Winnovation” project
in 2021 by collaborating with the
Digital Economy Promotion Agency
(depa), the National Innovation Agency
(Public Organization) (NIA), the National
Science and Technology Development
Agency (NSTDA), and other associations
related to the MICE industry, such as
the Thai Exhibition Association (TEA),
the Thailand Incentive and Convention
Association (TICA), and the Thailand
International Events & Festivals Trade
Association (TIEFA). The new project
will support and assist entrepreneurs
in utilising innovation and technology
to enhance their potential in a more
concrete manner.

Connect MICE
Entrepreneurs to Innovation

“MICE Winnovation — Winning with
the Innovation” is a project to support
the sourcing of innovation to increase
efficiency or upgrade organisation of
MICE events. It aims at connecting MICE
entrepreneurs with tech entrepreneurs
via online platform so that both parties
can expand their businesses and
increase their global competitiveness.
It also helps address the problems and
elevate the capacity and efficiency of
MICE event organisation amidst the
COVID-19.

4 Main Activities to Upgrade
Entrepreneurial Potential

The MICE Winnovation Project
consists of 4 main activities:

1) MICE Innovation Catalog - An
online platform compiling list of tech
entrepreneurs who can offer tech
solutions or upgrade the operation of
MICE industry. Interested persons can
register and search for innovation
meeting their needs at https://innocat-

2) Technomart - Business matching
service that allows tech entrepreneurs
to make one-on-one presentation of
their innovation or technological
products or services to MICE entrepreneurs
in all regions of Thailand.

3) Inno-Voucher - Voucher offering
funding support for organisers in 4
areas:

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+ Tech Max for organising a domestic
exhibition with no less than 1,000
square meters with an offer of funding
support not exceeding 100,000 baht

« Convene+ for organising an
international conference with at least
50 attendees with an offer of 200,000
baht maximum funding support

than 800 square meters and funding
support not exceeding 200,000 baht

« N2N tech Savvy for organising
a festival scheduled for at least 2 days
with a minimum of 1,000 visitors
offering a maximum of 500,000 baht
funding support

Along with funding support, TCEB
has also provided support for Virtual /
Hybrid Event Solutions and Crowd
Management Technology under the
Hero Technology package to help reduce
the postponement and cancellation of
MICE events during the crisis.

MICE entrepreneurs can match up
with tech entrepreneurs and request
for aforementioned support from now
until September 30, 2021.

4) Digital Literacy of MICE - Online
and offline talks and workshops to
enable MICE entrepreneurs to
exchange innovation and technology
knowledge with experts, including the
production of podcasts on the
knowledge of MICE industry and digital
marketing.

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When in Koh Samui, a must-do MICE activity
is to visit learning centres and venues that
cater to a wide variety of MICE activities.

Starting with “Baan Maprao”, a museum that
tells the story of the importance of coconut as
Koh Samui was once the largest coconut-growing
island in Thailand. The museum features the
processing of coconuts from root to leaf. There
are workshops such as coconut oil extraction,
coconut-based cooking and desserts and coconut
cheese making.

“Baan Suan Langsad” offers a wide variety of
local dishes that focuses on fresh ingredients from
the plantation. The venue also offers workshops
and community tours, such as traditional snack
“Miang Kham” making. Organic fruit and vegetable
is also available for purchase at friendly prices.

“Baan Boran na Samui” is 180-year-old
architecture and is named the oldest house on
Koh Samui. The structure is made of beautiful
Merbau wood with carved patterns and built
without the use of nails. The venue is open to the
public and can be used to organize community
learning activities throughout the year.

“The Nature Samui”, a restaurant that conveys
a self-sufficient lifestyle through a menu made
from organic vegetable from its own garden. Inside
is a large garden rich with fruit and flower plants
in a shady atmosphere, serving like the lung of the
island.

All of the above venues can be catered for
MICE activities held against the natural setting,
whether they are seminars on history and
culture, roadshows and CSR events, as well as
team-building activities. All are closely connected
to the way of life of the community while
supporting a sustainable community economy.
