Phuket
has enjoyed its adequate infrastructure and has been
fully equipped with facilities. Thanks to the convenient
air transport, Phuket is planned to develop Phuket
International Airport to accommodate more visitors, from
12.5 million to 18 million visitors annually. Moreover,
the construction project of light rail transit will allow
visitors to enjoy easy access from the airport to the city.
In addition, 220 MICE venues with 615 meeting rooms
and over 600 hotels and resorts offering more than
40,000 rooms are ready to welcome MICE travellers.

TCEB is certain that Phuket can be promoted to become

an international MICE city, due to its great potential.
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Asia-Pacific Region’s
Annual MICE Trade Shows
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The grand-scale trade shows — the 27" Incentive
Travel & Conventions, Meetings Asia (IT&CMA) and
the 22nd Corporate Travel World Asia-Pacific (CTW
Asia-Pacific) or IT&RCMA and CTW Asia-Pacific 2019
— have been hosted in Thailand for 18 consecutive
years. The Asia-Pacific Region’s annual trade shows
in meeting and incentive travel serve as a platform
for global MICE entrepreneurs to meet and exchange
knowledge about MICE innovations, as well as for
business negotiation between buyers and sellers in
the MICE industry. TCEB anticipates that Thailand will
attract over 762,000 travellers from the meeting and
incentive travel segment in 2020, generating revenue
of THB 57,000 million for the country.
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In a bid to raise the standards of MICE business in
every dimension, TCEB, in close collaboration with eight leading
academic institutes in the eastern region, established
Eastern MICE Academic Cluster to jointly develop the
young generation’s potential to meet the international
standards for supporting MICE business in the EEC area.
Besides, TCEB has joined forces with the Human Resource
Development Centre under the aegis of the Eastern
Economic Corridor (EEC) Office and Burapha University
to initiate the project of potential development of MICE
professionals in the EEC area. According to the information
ofthe EECOfficein 2019 — 2023, the requirement of personnel
in the EEC area creates the employment opportunities,
particularly in the segments of high-income tourism and
the MICE industry, of 16,920 positions, accounting for 4%
of all workforce requirements in the EEC area.
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TCEB has forged alliances with Thailand’s five
MICE cities, namely Bangkok, Pattaya, Phuket, Chiang
Mai and Khon Kaen, for sustainable development of
MICE cities and jointly promoted the organisation of
sustainable MICE events through the first campaign
called “Zero Plastic Events”. Its goal is the reduction
in the number of plastic bottles that are used at
MICE venues in five MICE cities. Currently, there
are 17,345,674 plastic bottles used in MICE events.
Thus, this campaign is aimed at reducing half of
the plastic bottles used or 8,672,837 bottles in a
year, resulting in decreased expenditure of over
THB 30,000,000. TCEB has confidence that the
collaboration with its alliances will be a major step
towards sustainability of Thailand’s MICE industry
development at the regional level, together with
improving the standards of event organisation to be
widely accepted as Thailand has been positioned
as one of Asia’s leading MICE destinations.

In addition to a wide
selection of OTOP products, this mo-
bile application offers various payment
channels and worldwide delivery senvice.

2. i0OTOP

iOTOP is another mobile application
that collects information of more
than 70,000 items of OTOP products

available in Bangkok and every
province in Thailand. The application
comprises the information of
manufacturers, contact numbers and
attractive pictures of products that
help stimulate customers’ attention.
However, online order and payment
cannot be made via this application.
Customers are required to make
direct contact with distributors.

3. Aeng Lek Check-in

As a part of OTOP Nawatwithi
Community Tourism project, Aeng
Lek Check-in is a well-known
mobile application developed
by the Community Development
Department, Ministry of Interior.
It collects information of leading
destinations for dining, travelling and
shopping in Thailand, together with
information of OTOP products. Aeng
Lek Check-in also provides users
with news and updates on local
communities and event calendar.

The application, however, runs on

Android devices only.

_ Presently, Thailand’s MICE industry, including

meetings, incentives, conventions, exhibitions,
mega events and international festivals, has
shown phenomenal growth and development.
Conventions, particularly, play a major role in
accelerating the significant growth of the Thai
MICE industry. Moreover, Thailand was ranked first
in ASEAN for convention organisation for three
consecutive years, from 2016 — 2018, and fourth
in Asia.
