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Message from the Chairman

The global economy in general showed a positive growth in 2015
due to the improved economy in the United States, while Europe
continued to recover. Japan’s economy expanded reasonably well,
while China leapt forward with its financial realignment, offering
prospects for continuous growth well into the future.

In Thailand, the economy grew by 2.8 per cent during 2015, which
was 0.8 per cent higher than the previous year. The tourism, industrial
and service sectors, together with Government spending, were the
factors that continued to drive the economy. The industry of meetings,
incentive travel, conventions and exhibitions, a sector widely known as
“MICE”, grew in terms of budget, development investment, personnel
training and strategic planning.

It was satisfying that in 2015 Thailand successfully attracted 1,095,995
international MICE visitors - a 19.24 per cent increase over 2014,
generating MICE revenue of 95,875 million baht or an 18.66 per cent
increase. The highest numbers of MICE travellers were from Asia,
followed by Europe, the Americas, and Oceania. The top sectors were
conventions and exhibitions with similar numbers of MICE travellers,
followed by corporate meetings and incentive travel. The majority
of MICE visitors were from China, a pattern similar to the influx of
Chinese tourists to Thailand.

The achievement of driving the MICE industry beyond expectations
was a result of the Government’s policies and support in terms of
investment in infrastructure and creating international confidence
in the country as a whole. In addition, integrated strategic planning
also played a key role in bringing Thailand’s MICE industry to a new
level by highlighting the country’s capabilities and competitiveness
at the regional level. Another factor that drove Thailand to success
is TCEB’s role and effectiveness in strengthening all related parties
in the MICE industry.
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Key evidence of this success can be seen in the list of major MICE
activities hosted by Thailand in 2015. These included Herbalife
Asia-Pacific Extravaganza attracting 20,000 visitors, FDI 2015 Annual
World Dental Congress attracting 14,000 visitors, Infinitus’ corporate
meeting attracting 12,000 visitors, and Perfect (China) Marie Anne
Tour’s corporate meeting attracting 5,500 visitors. Moreover, TCEB
also supported many major exhibitions such as Food & Hotel Thailand
2015, INTERMACH 2015, ProPak Asia 2015 and METALEX 2015.

I would like to extend my gratitude to the Government for its policies
and support to TCEB in terms of marketing strategy and promotion of
the country’s image, that gave our MICE industry a substantial push
forward. 1 would also like to express my sincere gratitude to our
public and private sector counterparts, MICE entrepreneurs, education
institutes and members of the domestic and international media
for their strong support to synergise and showcase the capabilities
of the Thai MICE industry as an outstanding and sustainable MICE
destination in Asia and in the world.

During 2015, the global MICE industry showed positive growth. To
be specific, meetings and incentive travel accounted for the largest
growth - 3.5 per cent in North America, followed by 2.5 per cent in
Latin America, while Europe, the Middle East, and Africa remained the
same as in the previous year. Conventions also grew in the past year.
It was expected that the growth of large conventions would reach
as high as 37 per cent. According to the Global Association of the
Exhibition Industry (UF1) report, exhibition organisers in every region
made profits in 2015, a positive reflection of the global economy
being no barrier to organising MICE events.

In 2015, TCEB improved its operations in line with Thailand’s five-year
MICE Industry Master Plan (2012-2016), by following its corporate
strategies: To Win; To Promote; and To Develop. In addition, our
bureau also followed eight key strategies to establish Thailand as a
Top of Mind MICE destination in Asia through its Thailand
CONNECT the World campaign. This campaign highlights Thailand
as the regional business and business events centre that attracts global
event organisers with its outstanding MICE capabilities. Thailand
welcomed more MICE visitors than expected in 2015, both in terms of
quantity and especially revenue that grew by more than 18 per cent.
The top 10 source markets for MICE travellers were China, India,
Singapore, Malaysia, the USA, Laos, Japan, South Korea, Indonesia,
and Hong Kong.

To promote domestic MICE or D-MICE, TCEB continued to move
forward with its Meetings in Thailand campaign and expanded domestic
MICE activities targeting our Special Economic Zones and CLMV
countries (Cambodia, Laos, Myanmar, and Vietnam). In addition, the
bureau also promoted domestic meetings and incentive travel in
Royal Initiative Projects and Royal Thai Army tourist destinations.
As a result, the domestic MICE industry attracted 23 million visitors
each time and created revenue of 46,000 million baht.
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A key development in the past year was the operation of the
Thailand MICE Venue Standard to ensure Thai meeting venues
meet internationally recognised standards. By yearend, 42 MICE
venues and 114 meeting rooms nationwide had passed the TCEB
standard evaluation. In addition, the bureau also helped to increase
preparedness and competitiveness among MICE entrepreneurs. The
Thailand MICE Venue Standard was also proposed for adoption as
the ASEAN MICE Venue Standard, which was successfully submitted
to the ASEAN secretariat for further consideration.

Regarding our business goal in 2016, TCEB will keep driving Thailand
forward as a sustainable, quality MICE destination that competes
strongly in Asia through our strategic development. We will target
1,060,000 MICE visitors and revenue of 92,000 million baht for the
year.

Finally, 1 would like to express my profound gratitude to the
Government, TCEB’s Board of Directors, and to the excellent
cooperation from our public and private sector counterparts,
educational institutes, and the press. Most importantly, | would like
to thank TCEB’s management and all staff members for their hard
efforts, strong support and commitment to the success of the MICE
industry in Thailand. I strongly believe that the collaborative efforts of
all in our industry coupled with the Government’s integral strategies
will accelerate Thailand to become one of the key MICE destination

Success of Thailand’s MICE Industry in 2015

Overview of Thai MICE Industry

In fiscal year 2015, TCEB steered the direction of its operations to
be in line with Thailand’s MICE Industry Development Master Plan
(2012-2016) via three corporate strategies: to win, to promote and to
develop. To achieve this, the bureau introduced eight key strategies for
the sustainable growth of the MICE industry in Thailand and to establish
Thailand as a Top of Mind MICE destination in Asia. Such growth
demonstrated the potential of the MICE industry. The Government has
supported this effort through developments of the transportation system
and infrastructure, which are expected to facilitate MICE visitors coming
to Thailand. Furthermore, TCEB benefitted from close cooperation with
public and private organisations, both domestic and international, to
achieve the predetermined goal.

At the same time, TCEB developed its brand communication campaign
for Thailand to be in line with the development direction of TCEB's
brand (Growth Driver) in parallel with planning its marketing strategy
for Thailand. The communication campaign is known as Thailand
CONNECT the World, encompassing the three fundamental pillars
of the Thai MICE sector: Destination, Business, and People, which
together drive the Thai MICE sector in attracting MICE travellers from
around the world.

International MICE Performance Overview

In fiscal year 2015, growth of the international MICE sector was
satisfactory with increased MICE travellers and revenue compared to
the previous year. A total of 1,095,995 MICE visitors came to Thailand
in 2015, a 19.24 per cent increase over the previous year, achieving
revenue of 95,875 million baht, an 18.66 per cent increase.

The activities that attracted the most international MICE visitors to the
country were conventions and exhibitions (26.86 and 26.00 per cent,
respectively), followed by meetings (23.95 per cent) and incentive
travel (3.19 per cent).

The activities that created the highest revenue for the country were
meetings (29.62 per cent), conventions (28.52 per cent), exhibitions
(25.04 per cent), and incentive travel (16.83 per cent).

Marketing and Branding

TCEB’s marketing strategies in 2015 aimed at attracting quality MICE
travellers and continuing the growth of Thailand’s MICE industry. To
achieve this, TCEB’s marketing for both international and domestic
MICE markets emphasized the 4P strategies, i.e. Public - Private
- People - Partnership, a collaboration with business alliances to
coordinate marketing strategies, to increase interaction, and to create
awareness about the MICE industry among public and private sector
organisations as well as the general public.

The brand communication campaign Thailand CONNECT the
World enjoyed success in promoting Thailand as a business hub
with exceptional MICE capability.

Economic Community (AEC). For this second year of the campaign,
TCEB partnered with 9 organisations: Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
Tourism Authority of Thailand, Thai Airways Public Company Limited,
Ratchaprasong Square Trade Association, Bangkok Riverside Marketing
Partnership, Thailand Incentive and Convention Association, Thai
Exhibition Association, True Corporation Public Company Limited,
and Bangkok Mass Transit System Public Company Limited.

Collaborating with True Corporation Public Company Limited and
Bangkok Mass Transit System Public Company Limited, TCEB created
the Thailand CONNECT Welcome Package to attract international
MICE organisers and travellers. The package included a themed
Thailand CONNECT pre-paid BTS Connect Smart Pass and access to
Free WiFi Trial by TrueMove H.

In fiscal year 2015, the Exhibitions Department attracted 284,961
travellers to attend international exhibitions and trade shows in
Thailand, which generated revenue of 24,003 million baht, an
increase of 80.36% in travellers and 76.29% in revenue over 2014.
The much greater numbers in 2015 were partly a result of mega
events supported by TCEB, which attracted over 110,309 travellers
and generated 8,789 million baht.

During 2015, the Department had a mission to promote Thailand as
an exhibition hub of ASEAN, through three main strategies: exhibition
upgrades, marketing subsidy and expansion of cooperation as a result
of the launch of the ASEAN Economic Community. In addition, TCEB
has widened the scope of its work to cover international fairs and
mega events, mainly to earn more revenue and increase the proportion
of travellers in this sector.

In 2015 the department continued to follow the 6 pillars of development:
MICE Academy, Trade Education, Capabilities Plus, MICE Standards,
MICE Sustainability, and ASEAN Economic Community. The significant
accomplishments included:

1. MICE Academy

1.1 The International-standard MICE curriculum was extended to
vocational colleges nationwide. Thirty vocational colleges and
fifty-four universities signed Memorandums of Understanding with
TCEB to adopt the curriculum. At present, there are 84 educational
institutes joining the project.

Foreign currency translation
Items included in the financial statements are measured using Thai Baht. The financial statements are presented in Thai Baht.

At the end of each reporting period, foreign currency monetary balances are translated by using the exchange rate at the closing
rate. Monetary assets denominated in foreign currency are translated to Thai Baht by using average bank’s buying rate calculated
by Bank of Thailand and monetary liabilities denominated in foreign currency are translated to Thai Baht by using an average bank’s
selling rate calculated by Bank of Thailand. Non-monetary balances denominated in a foreign currency are carried at cost using
the exchange rate at the date of transaction.

Gains and losses resulting from the settlement of foreign currency transactions and from the translation of monetary assets and
liabilities denominated in foreign currencies are recognised as income or expenses for the fiscal year.

Cash and cash equivalents
Cash comprise cash on hand, deposit held at call with banks but exclude deposits with banks which are restricted deposits. Cash
equivalents comprise short-term highly liquid investments with maturities of three months or less from the date of acquisition.

Short-term investment
Short-term investment is investment intended to be held for less than one year. It includes fixed deposit with maturities more than
three months to one year, trading securities, available-for sale securities, general investments and debt securities with maturities

within one year.

Account receivables

Account receivables are accrued income and advance receivables to staff for operating purposes. The advance receivables are carried
at the original payment amount and subsequently measured at the remaining amount after deducting any expenditure incurred in
the period.

Equipment

Equipment is stated at cost less any accumulated depreciation and allowance for a decrease in value (if any). Assets are recognised
for any item of Baht 5,000 or more.

Cost of equipment comprises purchase price, import duties and non-refundable purchase taxes (after deducting trade discounts and
rebates) and any costs directly attributable to bringing the asset to the location and condition necessary for them to be capable
of operating in the manner intended by management. These include the estimate of dismantling and removing costs, and restoring
the site in which the asset is located. An entity incurs such obligation either when asset is acquired or as a consequence of having
used such asset during a period.

Equipment is depreciated on the straight-line basis over the estimated useful lives of the assets as follows:

Whenever there is an indication showing a permanent decrease in the value of fixed asset; such as an evidence of obsolescence
or physical damage of an asset, significant changes in the manner in which an asset is used or is expected to be used, loss on a
decrease in value is recognised in statement of financial performance where the carrying amount of asset is higher than the
recoverable amount.

Intangible assets

Computer software is valued at cost less accumulated amortisation. Costs of computer software comprise costs that are directly
attributable to the acquisition and development of computer software, or acquisition costs of right to use computer software. These
costs are amortised on the straight-line basis over their estimated useful lives 5 years.

Leases - where the entity is the lessee

Leases not transferring a significant portion of the risks and rewards of ownership to the lessee are classified as operating leases.
Payments made under operating leases (net of any incentives received from the lessor) are charged to the statement of financial
performance on a straight-line basis over the period of the lease agreement.

Employee benefits

Provident fund

TCEB provides a provident fund, a defined contribution plan, which was held separately from TCEB'’s assets and managed by the
external fund manager. Such provident fund is contributed by the employees and TCEB. Contributions to provident fund are
recognised as expense in the statements of financial performance in the period.

Post-employment benefits

Provision for employee benefit is estimated following TCEB's rule and regulation relating to staff welfare and benefit B.E. 2554.
It is calculated based on actuarial technique by using a projected unit credit method.

Provisions

Provisions are recognised when an entity has a present legal or constructive obligation as a result of past events. It is probable that
an outflow of economic benefits resources will be required to settle the obligation and a reliable estimate of the amount can be
made.

As at 30 September 2015 and 2014, TCEB was sued as defendant in significant lawsuits as follows:

The lawsuits filed against TCEB for compensations of contractual damages relate to suspensions of payment by TCEB to counterparties in the
fiscal year 2007 due to unusual transactions. TCEB submitted related supporting documents to the Office of the National Anti-Corruption
Commission since 4 December 2007. There were 4 lawsuits totalling Baht 53.13 million. The details of these lawsuits are as follows:

On 30 April 2008, a private company sued TCEB at the Central Administrative Court, a lawsuit black case number 1524/2551, for
damages amounting to Baht 22.27 million. On 10 April 2014, the Central Administrative Court ruled TCEB to pay damages of Baht
3.13 million with interest 7.5% per annum within 60 days from final judgement date. However, TCEB appealed the judgement on
8 May 2014. The lawsuit is currently under the consideration of the Supreme Administrative Court.

On 25 September 2008, a private company sued TCEB at the Central Administrative Court, a lawsuit black case number 1525/2551,
for damages amounting to Baht 2.38 million. On 18 August 2011, the Central Administrative Court dismissed the case and the plaintiff
subsequently appealed the judgement. Subsequently, the Supreme Administrative Court confirmed, on 20 January 2015, the judgement
of the Central Administrative Court. Therefore, the case in finalised.

On 23 February 2010, a private company sued TCEB at the Central Administrative Court, a lawsuit black case number 318/2553, for
damages amounting to Baht 23.32 million. On 30 August 2013, the Central Administrative Court ruled TCEB to pay damages of Baht
15.16 million with interest 7.5% per annum of principal of Baht 14.26 million from filing date to payment date. TCEB appealed the
judgement on 27 September 2013. The lawsuit is currently under the consideration of the Supreme Administrative Court.

On 30 November 2011, a private company sued TCEB at the Central Administrative Court, a lawsuit black case number 2014/2554,
for damages amounting to Baht 5.16 million. On 11 December 2014, the Central Administrative Court ruled TCEB to pay damages of
Baht 6.75 million with interest 7.5% per annum within 60 days from final judgement date. However, TCEB appealed the judgement
on 9 January 2015. The lawsuit is currently under the consideration of the Supreme Administrative Court.

It outcome has been reconsidered and reviewed by management in the current year. It is probable that TCEB may loss for cases 1, 3 and
4. Therefore, TCEB recorded provisions in 2015 amounting to Baht 30.85 million based on the judgements of the Central Administrative.

Other lawsuits

On 28 October 2011, a private company sued TCEB and the Customs Department at the Central Administrative Court, a lawsuit black
case number 2134/2554, for damages related to the negligence amounting to Baht 20.00 million. On 10 February 2015, the Central
Administrative Court dismissed the case and the plaintiff subsequently appealed the judgement. The lawsuit is currently under the
consideration of the Supreme Administrative Court. The management has considered that the judgement of the Supreme Administrative
Court may differ from the Central Administrative Court. Therefore, TCEB recorded provisions in 2015 amounting to Baht 20.00 million
based on the total claim.

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Financial Statement Analysis

The analysis of the strengths of the Statement of Financial Position shows that total assets of TCEB in 2015 were 650.03 million baht, an increase of 75.55

million baht or a 13% growth on 2014, because of the rise in total assets by 140.37 million baht and the rise in total liabilities by 64.82 million baht.

Total assets in 2015 were 807.87 million baht, an increase on 667.50 million baht in 2014. Current assets increased by 25% when
compared to the previous year due to the increment in cash, cash equivalents, and short-term investment from 562.90 million baht in
2014 to 718.09 million baht in 2015. Other current assets decreased, from 16.82 million baht in 2014 to 14.57 million baht in 2015.
Non-current assets reduced by 8% per the reduction of equipment by 7% when compared to the previous year, or a decrease of
2.73 million baht, and the reduction of intangible assets by 9% when compared to the previous year or a decrease of 3.35 million baht.

Total liabilities in 2015 were 157.84 million baht, an increase of 64.82 million baht from 93.02 million baht in 2014. Current liabilities
increased by 16% when compared to the previous year, or an increase of 11.83 million baht from 76.27 million baht in 2014 to
88.10 million baht in 2015. This represented the increment in account payables from 65.37 million baht in 2014 to 73.35 million baht
in 2015, an increase of 12%, and the increase of retention from 7.07 million baht in 2014 to 10.10 million baht in 2015, an increase of
43%, and other current liabilities increased by 21% when compared to the previous year, or an increase of 0.82 million baht from
3.83 million baht in 2014 to 4.65 million baht in 2015. Non-current assets increased by 316% when compared to the previous year,
or an increase of 52.99 million baht, per the increment in provisions for legal claims of 50.85 million baht in 2015.

Statement of Financial Performance in 2015 recorded the total revenues from operations at 1,165.48 million baht, total operating

expenses at 1,089.15 million baht, and non-operating expenses at 0.78 million baht. The revenues over expenses in 2015 at 75.55

million baht, an increase from 2014 - which was recorded at 26.41 million baht — of 49.14 million baht or an increase by 186%.

Total revenues from operations rose 29% or an increase of 261.82 million baht from 903.66 million baht in 2014 to 1,165.48 million baht
in 2015 per the 30% increment on Government budget appropriations from 880.26 million baht to 1,146.63 million baht. The income
from registration fee for exhibition participation increased by 22% from 5.89 million baht to 7.20 million baht, other income increased by
12% from 1.26 million baht to 1.41 million baht. Nevertheless, interest income from deposits at financial institutions reduced by 35%
from 14.36 million baht to 9.30 million baht, and the income from registration fee for seminar participation reduced by 50% from
1.88 million baht to 0.94 million baht.

Total operating expenses in 2015 increased by 24% when compared to the previous year, or an increase of 875.65 million baht
to 1,089.15 million baht. This was because of the increment in marketing and promotion expenses by 30% or 115.74 million baht,
when compared to the previous year, administrative expenses rose by 54% or 76.03 million baht, personnel expenses increased
by 10% or 12.34 million baht, grants increased by 4% or 8.04 million baht and depreciation and amortisation increased by 7% or
1.36 million baht when compared to the previous year.
